Motorcycle World: A brief history of BMW bikes.

Prior to World War | the BMW
firm made airplane engines.
After the War the German Air
Force was banned, and BMW
switched over to making air
brakes, agricultural machinery,
and industrial engines. One of
these engines, called The Box-
er, became popular with motor-
cycle manufacturers like Victo-
ria and Helios.

In 1922 BMW merged with the
company that made Helios mo-
torcycles. Then, in 1923, they
introduced the first motorcycle
produced under the BMW
name. This was the R-32,

shown below. The R-32 had a
486c¢c engine and top speed of
60 mph, assuming you had the
nerve to try it. This was a pretty
incredible speed back in 1923.
It was the first bike to have a re-
circulating oil
system. BMW
used this
same system
from 1923 to
1969, when a
high pressure
system re-
placed it.

Famous American Women: Clara Barton

Clara Barton was the founder

and first president of the Ameri-
can Red Cross. She was born
on Christmas Day in 1821.
Young Clara received her early
education from her older broth-
ers and sisters. She learned
nursing by taking care of her
injured brother when she was
only eleven years old.

Beginning in 1862 Clara Barton
became the first nurse during

the Civil War. She brought com-
fort to wounded sol-
diers. She was in
charge of all the Army
hospitals, and became
known as the “Angel
of the Battlefield.”

After the war she be-
came famous by deliv-
ering lectures around
the country about her
war experiences. She

Mall Safety

Many people enjoy visiting the
malls in and around Tucson.
Whether you're shopping for
clothes, enjoying the Food
Court, or going to see a movie,
malls are always fun places to
spend a little time. Generally
speaking they're pretty safe
places too: always well lighted,
lots of people around, and with
security officers near at hand.
Even so, it pays to be alert and
on your guard whenever you're
out in public. We have gath-
ered together some useful tips
which we offer in hopes it will
make your Mall outings safer
and more enjoyable.

To begin with, don’t go alone,
even if you're allowed to. It's
just not good sense. Take a
friend along who will help you
keep an eye out for danger. It
makes the Mall experience all
the more enjoyable if you know
you're with a friend who will
help you, or at least get help for
you, if trouble arises.

Before you go to the Mall take a
moment to consider which
stores you might want to visit
and whether or not you intend
to make purchases. If you do
intend to make purchases, put
your cash in your front pocket if
you can. That way your cash is
close to your body, where you
would be aware if someone was
trying to take it. Also, your front
pocket is in front of you, so you
can see what’s going on. In
addition, the cash doesn’t take
up as much room as a wallet or
purse, so it's not as noticeable.
Shoppers who are fishing for
cash in their purses or wallets
can’t pay attention to things
going on around them. In this
vulnerable moment thieves are
more likely to strike because
they know they can surprise

you. When moving around,
always keep your purse over
your should and close to your
body.

Once you make a purchase be
sure to make sure you have a
receipt. That way, if you wish to
return an item, you’ll have proof
that you paid for it. Also, check
the receipt for three important
things: is the amount spent on
the receipt the same amount
the clerk told you it was? Is the
amount paid on thon the re-
ceipt exactly the amount of
money that you gave the clerk?
And is the change for your pay-
ment on the receipt the same
amount of money that the clerk
gave you for change. Take your
time to make sure all these
things are correct. Don't let
anyone rush you. You're al-
lowed to take as much time as
necessary to make sure every-
thing is correct.

When this happens to you,
please do not panic. There’s no
need to. Help is always near at
hand. Whenever you're lost, no
matter what the reason, you
can always ask a sales clerk for
help. Sales clerks are usually
near a cash register or check-
out counter. Explain to the
clerk that you're lost and would
appreciate some help. Let
them know if you’ve become
separated from friends, or if
there’s a particular story you
need directions too. If the sales

clerks cannot help you, please
ask them to call security, so an
officer can help you.

If you notice someone has been
following you, or if someone you
don’t know is bothering you or
asking a lot of questions and it
makes you wonder why, simply
walk into any of the stores and
ask the clerk to call Mall securi-
ty because you're feeling un-
safe. Even if it turns out that
nothing is wrong, you’ll know
you did the safest thing.

If you have packages or purses
and you need to use the rest
room, always use a stall where
you can close the door and lock
it. That way your belongings are
safe.

If you decide to enjoy the Food
Court, make sure when you sit
down that your packages and
purses are in a safe place. Put
them between your legs or on
the inside of a booth, where it's
difficult for others to see or
reach. Keep alert to what’s
going on around you. Even if
you’re having fun talking to a
friend while you eat, it pays to
look around every now and then
to make sure everything’s OK.

If you're trying on clothes al-
ways keep your purse and pack-
ages with you. If you leave the
fitting room to show off a new
outfit to a friend, or to see how
you look in the mirror, always
take your purse and packages
with you. Never leave them
unattended in a fitting room
where someone may steal
them.

Practicing Mall safety always
makes good sense, and will go
a long way toward making your
shopping experience a pleasant
one.
