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Whi ch Countries were I|Involved

The two countries primarily involved in the Cold War
were, of course, the U.S.A. and the U.S.S.R. Howev-
er, each country had great influence upon the govern-
ments of many of the other nations of the world.

This influence came from the exercise of military
power (or the explicit or implicit threat of using it)
against other nations and also the loaning of mone-
tary assistance and military supplies which effectively
put countries in a position of owing them. Thus, they
could demand and enforce other nations to make alli-
ances with them to defend their interests against pos-
sible aggression of the other. After the second World
War the Russian government under Stalin consolidat-
ed power in eastern Europe forming what became
known as the Soviet Eastern Block. Western Europe
was supported by the U.S.A. because they considered
the o0containmentdé of the
Communist ideology and government to be in the vi-
tal interest of the U.S.A.

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Weapons Utilized in the o0Col

The U.S.A. and U.S.S.R. accelerated the design and
production of all types of weaponry. These included

all kinds of conventional weapons (i.e. tanks, jet
planes, increasingly powerful bombs, and a large stand-
ing army). In addition to these weapons, both coun-
tries competed with each other to develop missiles
(ballistic and intercontential ballistic) which could car-
ry and target bombs from long distances. These bombs
included atomic bombs which had the potential to in-
flect death on living things on a massive scale and
leave longterm side effects on anything that survived.
The atomic (or atom) bomb had already been used by
the U.S.A. against Japan in 2 World War. And thus

they became the most potent weapons to deter other

nations from military attack

this reason they became coveted by both the U.S.A.

The cold war simultaneously maintained the status quo of

hostility between the U.S.A. and the Soviet Union and

forced the conflict between t hes
in other countries which were influenced by one or both of

them. Thus the Vietham and Korean Wars were directly

related to the strategic policy of the U.S. Federal govern-

ment toward the Soviet Union and their efforts to spread
SocialistCommunist ideology to other countries. This pe-

riod was generally characterized by fear based on political

ideology and on losing power and prestige in world opin-

ilon. Technologically, all developed countries directly bene-

fited from the military advances which were applied to
products used generally.

THANKSGIVING IN AMERICA

The first othanksgivingd cel e

World was not done by the Pilgrims. The first formal
Thanksgiving celebrations were done by settlers of
what would be later known as Virginia as early as
1607. In 1610 the settlers at Jamestown held a thanks-
giving feast And upon their arrival the settlers to the
Berkeley Plantation in 1619 in Virginia did so (their
charter required that the day of their arrival to the
plantation was to be observed every year thereafter as
a day to give thanks to God). Also, the Indians who

festivals following the harvest season.

The Pilgrims have become famous for their three day
Thanksgiving feast in 1621. Pilgrims had traveled

from England because they were seeking to escape re-
ligious persecution from the religious and govern-
mental authorities in England. They were openly crit-
ical of the Church of England and its practices and

had formerly separated themselves from that institu-
tion and pushed for reforms of its practices.

This small group of oOseparati

OPilgrimsdo) arrived in the
small group who did not share their religious views

and practices, in a ship called the Mayflower, to

what is now Plymouth, Massachusetts. They had

been chartered with a grant by the Virginia Company

to come to the New World but had landed along the

coast much further north. Their landing this far north put
them well outside of land and authority of the Virginia
Company. Some among the original group objected that
their grant was for Virginia and not New England but the
majority decided to establish a settlement on the ruins of an
abandoned Wampanoag Indian village called Patuxet
(known as the Plymouth Plantation).

They appointed a governor and wrote and adopted the May-
flower Compact, which was a written document which was
the basis for seljovernment in their colony. This agreement
was signed on November 181620 by 41 adult males from
among the Pilgrims. The second governor of the colony,
William Bradford, wrote a history (Of Plimouth Plantatign

of the colony in which he included a copy of the Mayflower
Compact. The colonists stayed through the winter but it was
brutally difficult and about half of them died from disease
and exposure to the severe weather.

In the Spring of 1621 the colonists planted crops (peas,
wheat, barley) and were assisted by one Patuxet Indian
named Tisquantum (called Squanto by English) who
showed them how to plant traditional crops grown by Indi-
ans (corn and pumpkin). (He knew some English and was
able to assist them by translating for them in their relations
with local Indian tribes.) In the fall of 1621 the colonists

held a three day long festival to give thanks to God for their
survival and the first harvest of crops. Some of Wampanoag
Indians attended (tradition states that their chief being
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among them) and they shared together in the feast.
This is the famous first Thanksgiving held by the Pil-
grims. They held the festival in the succeeding years
but the local Indian tribes did not share in it. That held
in 1623 was noteworthy in that it was specifically or-
dered by the governor of the settlement and thus be-
came the first time a Thanksgiving service and feast
was formally recognized by civil authorities.

Thanksgiving ceremonies were also celebrated in other
colonies as well. The Puritans in the Massachusetts
Bay Colony celebrated Thanksgiving ceremonies (1630
and in the following years frequently and in 1680 it be-
came an annual recognized festival). Also, Thanksgiv-
ing celebrations were held in Connecticut beginning in
1639 (and then as an annual feast beginning in 1647).




WHY DO WE CELEBRATE?

Thanksgiving in United States History

In the American colonies it was common for Thanksgiving cere-
monies to be periodically called for because of specific circum-
stances such as honoring a military victory, adoption of a state
constitution or especially good harvest. These celebrations were
generally often not feasts where the community ate bountifully

of food but rather set aside for prayer and fasting to God. In
1777 the first of many biyearly nationwide days of thanksgiv-

ing and prayer to God were proclaimed by the Contentinental
Congress (the first in 1777). Also, General George Washington
proclaimed a national day of Thanksgiving for the colonies to
celebrate the surrender of the British General Burgoyne at Sara-
toga. These general Thanksgiving days were formally recom-
mended by the Continental Congress and all executive officers
of the colonies were asked to insure that these observances were
held in their respective colonies.

Then President George Washington created through proclama-
tion in 1789 the first Thanksgiving day designated by the nation-
al government under the Constitution. Washington again pro-
claimed another national day of Thanksgiving in 1795. Presi-
dents Adams did the same in 1798, 1799. President Madison, at
the conclusion of the War of 1812, stirred by resolutions in
Congress, proclaimed a day of national Thanksgiving in 1814
(and then twice in 1815). In some states (New Hampshire, Mas-
sachusetts, New York) there had been an annual day for Thanks-
giving established in November.



WHY DO WE CELEBRATE?

Our modern practice of observing a national Thanksgiving

Day was instituted by President Abraham Lincoln. During the
Civil War, Sarah Josepha Hale has written a series of editorials
calling for a the proclamation a national day of Thanksgiving.

In response President Lincoln proclaimed in 1863 that on the
final Thursday in November a national day of Thanksgiving
should be held through the United States. Since then every suc-
ceeding President proclaimed that Thanksgiving was to be held
on the final Thursday of November.

President Franklin D. Roosevelt changed this tradition by de-
claring that Thanksgiving should be observed on the third
Thursday of November. He did this to give merchants longer
to sell goods prior to Christmas as it was considered inappro-
priate to sell anything for Christmas before Thanksgiving. Not
all the states went along with the declaration but rather ob-
served in on the fourth Thursday instead. On Octobef"61941
a joint resolution of Congress fixed the day of Thanksgiving
on the fourth Thursday of November each year. This bill was
signed by President Roosevelt thus making codifying it in fed-
eral law.

Pumpkin Bread Recipe

Pumpkin Bread Recipe: Ingredients
1 1/2 cups (200g9) flour

1/2 teaspoon of salt

1 cup (200 g) sugar

1 teaspoon baking soda

1 cup (240 ml) pumpkin purée*
1/2 cup (120 ml) olive oill

2 eggs, beaten

1/4 cup water

1/2 teaspoon nutmeg

1/2 teaspoon cinnamon

1/2 teaspoon allspice

1/2 cup (120 ml) chopped walnuts

* To make pumpkin purée, cut a pumpkin in half, scoop out the seeds and stringy
stuff, lie face down on a foil or Silpat lined baking sheet. Bake at 350°F until soft,
about 45 min to an hour. Cool, scoop out the flesh. Freeze whatever you don't use for
future use. Or, if you are working with pumpkin pieces, roast or boil them until ten-
der, then remove and discard the skin.

Method

1 Preheat oven to 350°F (180°C). Sift together the flour, salt, sugar, and
baking soda.

2 Mix the pumpkin, oil, eggs, 1/4 cup of water, and spices together, then
combine with the dry ingredients, but do not mix too thoroughly. Stir in the
nuts.

3 Pour into a well-buttered 9x5x3 inch loaf pan. Bake 560 minutes until a
thin skewer poked in the very center of the loaf comes out clean. Turn out
of the pan and let cool on a rack.. Can easily double the recipe.



Holiday Banana Bread

Ingredients

1 2 cups alpurpose flour
1 1 teaspoon baking sod
1/4 teaspoon salt

1 1/2 cup butter

1 3/4 cup brown sugar

1 2 eggs, beaten

2 1/3 cups mashed overripe bananas
Directions

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C). Lightly
grease a 9x5 inch loaf pan.

2. In a large bowl, combine flour, baking soda and salt. In a
separate bowl, cream together butter and brown sugar. Stir
in eggs and mashed bananas until well blended. Stir banana
mixture into flour mixture; stir just to moisten. Pour batter
into prepared loaf pan.

Bake in preheated oven for 60 to 65 minutes, until a tooth-
pick inserted into center of the loaf comes out clean. Let
bread cool in pan for 10 minutes, then turn out onto a wire
rack.
